In 2012, the fire situation as a whole was characte rized by high
inflammability of forests at a relatively high temp erature rizhime.
In fire season last year was 468 cases of fires in the area of 126.2 hectares.

Forest fire protection is one of the main tasks, whi ch faces the forestry of
the republic. To prevent, detect and extinguish the forest fires the state
foreslt protection service was established with the o verall strength of 14 000
people.

To extinguish fires in the state forestry enterpris es there were created 242
fire-chemical stations and 650 fire fighting equipme nt points, equipped with
all necessary fire-extinguishing tools. Set 160 sur  veillance cameras to detect
forest fires.

Currently, a computerized system of tracking and ear ly detection of forest
fires using remote methods with the use of modern s urveillance

Certification System of the National Conformity Ass essment System of the Republic of
Belarus was validated as to the conformity with the requirements of PEFC board insofar
as certification of forest products or their deriva tives, based on their origin. All forest
enterprises are certified according to PEFC scheme. Three quarters of forest enterprises
were also granted FSC certificates.
